Caleb Knudsen’s Math Lesson Plan
Grade Level: 4th Grade
Subject(s) Area: Mathematics
Materials Needed:

· White Board and Markers.
· The hand out for the in class project.

· The pictures and Prices of the Items involved with the in class project.

· Manipulatives such as dice and objects for sale.

· Guitar (Or other large item to demonstrate lesson)

Standards:
· 4.4.OA.2 Multiply or divide to solve word problems involving multiplicative comparison, e.g., by using drawings and equations with a symbol for the unknown number to represent the problem, distinguishing multiplicative comparison from additive comparison.

Objectives:

· The in class project will measure students’ comprehension of currency utilized in real world scenarios.
· It is important that the students understand basic knowledge about money, and are comfortable multiplying and dividing normal numbers, due to the fact that this lesson is designed to be in the middle of a unit about money this should be no problem, by the end of the lesson this comprehension should be further developed.
· By the end of the lesson students should have a deeper comprehension of the concept of the multiplication and division of money in real-world applications.

Learning Activities:

To begin, this lesson is intended as part of a unit plan. The instructor will review a bit over what has been learned in the last week or so regarding money and the various uses that it can present. As an opening element, the teacher will bring up a large item, such as a guitar. The instructor will ask the students if they have ever been sent to the store with money and had to spend a certain amount and couldn’t go over. (For example, student is given $10 and no more) Once the students answer the question, they will be given a dollar amount which they can spend to buy the guitar. As an example, the guitar will cost 75 dollars, and students will be given 300 dollars. With this amount, students will be asked to answer how many guitars they will be able to purchase. After going over several examples, the students will be given a worksheet and several manipulatives which represent the items on the lists. For example, if a skateboard is listed on the sheet, they will be given a small plastic skateboard manipulative. The project is a formative assessment to see how students work with a real world application of currency, allowing the students a certain amount of money and a list of things they have to do with that money.  The students will go through their worksheets and determine the answers with one another, asking the instructor to check their work once finished. Once the students are done with their worksheets we will go around and give them new numbers. Once they have done their second round of currency work, we will ask the students to create their own problems, including items with different prices which will be the summative assessment for our lesson.
Wrap Up: To conclude the lesson students will create word problems of their own from the materials given, going no higher than $200 to avoid over-complication of the assignment. Each individual learner will turn in their own problem.
Differentiation: Students will be divided into groups that will challenge their thinking and facilitate teamwork and diversity. Some students may work much quicker while others need time to think and analyze the problems, this diversity will allow the students to develop teamwork while also challenging their views of how to solve particular problems.
Assessment:

· We will know if the students understand the material if they are able to efficiently do the project and answer the questions correctly.
· The lesson includes both a formative and a summative assessment of the students’ progress regarding money, multiplication, and story problems.
· The lesson will also assess students’ ability to work respectfully as a team.
· The teacher will keep an eye on the group’s work as a whole and when grading the material will identify how each student cooperated individually.
· Near the end of the unit the lesson will be touched on swiftly to assure complete comprehension.

Reflection:

Did the lesson go smoothly as planned? Could we add more to the lesson to make it captivating? Should there be a competitive aspect? Does the standard fit the lesson perfectly? Do other standards better match this lesson? Do Abby and I work together well and did we practice enough?
