	Restate or express the details of an event in history through a partner brainstorming session.
	Match key events in history to the time which they occurred.
	Illustrate in detail what happened during event found in research.
	Express the thoughts and feelings of the people in a place through facial expressions and body movements.
	Transform a historical event into a poem which tells what happened without directly stating facts. Classmates will then guess what the event is (from a set group of events).
	Paraphrase your research findings before your Knowledge Group, allowing them to ask questions regarding your findings.
	Paraphrase what the research allowed you to understand about history in your Personal Journal.
	Distinguish how weather affects us now vs previous eras in history.

	Report on the information found during research before the class in a Presentation.
	Discover a new place to travel which fits the descriptions given (example: surrounded by water, southern hemisphere). 
	Produce a visual representation of the research found using models. (Clay, poster-board, markers, etc.)
	Explain the features of a person of importance without using words (charades)
	Produce a short story which identifies the cultural traits of a place you are interested in learning more about.
	Dramatize a historical event with your Knowledge Group before the rest of the class. 
	Individually, choose a geographical location you would love to visit someday and research that place using both your text and the internet. 
	Classify the climate and weather of different places across the globe using the internet and maps as a guide.

	Compare with peers on what individuals of importance they have found during their research.
	Differentiate between two geographical locations using difference and similarity lists.
	Compare and contrast artists’ renditions of historical events.
	Take apart the pieces of a model that don’t make sense regarding the character or place. (Example: George Washington would not wear a pirate hat)
	Investigate what instruments of certain cultures sound like and what their importance is in the society in which they are found.
	Examine reasons why particular plants only grow in certain geographical locations with your Knowledge Group.
	Analyze what the other students have said regarding their research, write down something you’ve gained from the class and turn it in.
	Research (using the internet) how people in particular areas at particular times are being affected by their surroundings. (Example: Pompeii, 79AD)

	Add to other students’ hypotheses on their projects through sharing of research. 
	Create a poster defending an opinion on an event, individual, or place. 
	Role-play as different individuals throughout history, demonstrating a thorough knowledge of the character.
	Invent an instrument which you believe might have been made in the culture you are researching and explain why it fits. 
	Develop a short skit with a partner to demonstrate your findings on important people, places, and events.  
	Organize your binder into categories based upon your topic, the cleaner the better. 
	Using research Design an island somewhere on the planet and describe its ecosystem, it must follow the same rules as surrounding locations.

	Summarize the importance of the research found by creating a speech based on the topic. 
	Assess the research found and compare other resources (Other websites, books, etc.) to identify the most reliable sources. 
	Judge peers’ presentations based on clarity and theme using anonymous evaluation reports.
	Solve three different puzzles, use the solved puzzles to place animals in their appropriate habitat based on climate and other factors.
	Compare the different types of poetry from various eras and discuss why they have changed through time, location, culture, etc. 
	Recommend small alterations to peers’ research papers to create a better presentation, then find someone to work with using these recommendations.
	Consider why we use resources to look into topics, summarize why it is a good idea to find these sources rather than simply saying what we think.
	Summarize the research done by relating the information to your local area. (Example: We have oak here, while Miami has palm trees)
